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A Spirit-Anointed Class room Methodology

1. Begin by building spiritual sen-
sitivity through a time of praise, 
wor ship and prayer, wel com ing the 
Holy Spirit as the Teacher.

2. Since personal growth is often 
difficult, build emotional openness 
and intimacy with a hug break.

3. Capture everyoneçs heart and at-
tention with a story.

4. Set the pace by modeling open, 
honest shar ing.

5. Involve all group members in 
sharing of rev e la tions.

6. Have an anointed teaching ele-
ment and/or a filler exercise in case 
discussion lags.

7. Close with a time of journaling 
and/or min is try where you practice 
and apply the truth in the classroom.
