No Rushing – The Heavenly Prototype (Ex. 25 & 30; Heb. 8 & 9) – Experience HIM! 
	Get “In Spirit” (Rev. 1:9-11): Relax, become calm. Put a smile on your face. Use stillness or put on some soaking music. Breathe as deeply and slowly as you comfortably can as you love God (Deut.28:47). Perhaps worship in tongues. Move into the present (Ex. 3:14). Being “in Spirit” and “in the moment” is where miracles occur.


Connect with Jesus as you enter the Gate of Salvation… (Deut. 7:9)
· “Welcome, Jesus!” I come before You with praise on my lips for all You have done for me! I see You, welcoming me at the gate.” Smile … (Ps. 100:4; Ps. 16:8). 
· “Will You walk me through the tabernacle experiences?” (Gen. 2:8,3:8)
· “Thank You for loving me and communing with me!” (Jn. 3:16; Jn. 17:3, 22,23)
·  “I tune to flow”[footnoteRef:1]… and honor God’s interaction with me by recording it…  [1:  God’s River, the Holy Spirit, communicates through flowing thoughts, flowing pictures, and flowing emotions (Jn. 7:37-39).] 

	See yourself standing before each piece of furniture in the tabernacle 
	Record what the Lord speaks to you…

	1. The Gate - we enter with praise on our lips: I am thankful. I will bless your name (Ps. 100:4)!
	

	1. Brazen Altar - where we lay down our lives: Lord, is there any area in my life where You are asking me to lay down the desires of my flesh? 
	

	1. Laver - where we wash ourselves with the Word: Lord, is there a specific section of Scripture You desire me to apply?
	

	1. Table of Showbread - where we eat together in fellowship: Lord, is there an area where I am out of fellowship with others, and I need to let go of self will?
	

	1. Lampstand - lit with illumination from the Holy Spirit: Lord, is there an area in my life where You would like to give me insight?
	

	1. Altar of Incense - where a fragrant aroma ascends continuously: Lord, am I a continuous worshipper?
	

	1. Ark of the Covenant - where I stand or kneel silently before Him: Lord, I wait quietly in Your presence to receive from You
